This 

move gave the priests who would ever serve Ste. Rose some privacy in as much the staff would no longer enter the 

rectory each day as staff personnel to begin their workday.  The move also made the Pastoral Center the place where 

all meetings, appointments, and the business of the parish would be conducted.  In a sense, the Pastoral Center made 

access for the members of the parish to schedule Masses, etc. so much more convenient.  Given the present culture 

in the Church with the creation of “safe environment” programs to ensure the safety of all children, the separation 

of rectory and pastoral center has truly been a blessing; thereby eliminating any suggestion of impropriety by the 

clergy.  The Pastoral Center; however, has begun to show some of the “wear and tear” associated with any well-

used facility.  A group of parishioners have “rolled-up” their collective sleeves to re-organize and improve the 

Pastoral Center.  For this initiative I am very grateful.   “Fresh set of eyes” are making the center a more organized 

and upgraded environment.  To all who have assisted – many thanks!
