Rose de Lima Church on Saturday, September 11th at 
7:00PM.   This liturgy is sponsored, annually, by the Catholic parishes of Chicopee and Ludlow - 911 
Memorial Mass Committee. This year marks the 20th annual observance of the horrific events that took 
place on that fateful day in our nation's history. Plan to attend, as we offer our thoughts and prayers, not 
only for the innocent victims, including those first responders, fire, police and emergency technicians who, 
simply went to work  that day and never came home,  but also for the families and friends whom they have 
left behind.

MASS FOR ESSENTIAL WORKERS  Bishop William D. Byrne will celebrate Mass for essential workers 
at the Forest Park amphitheater, adjacent to the Barney Estate, Sunday, September 5th at 10:00AM. The 
Mass, which will be broadcast live on “Chalice of Salvation,” on WWLP-22 News, will recognize and lift up 
in prayer healthcare workers, first responders, employees of grocery stores, gas stations, and other 
businesses considered essential during to the state of emergency in 2020. Bishop Byrne will also recognize 
the teachers and staff of Catholic schools in the Springfield Diocese, which welcomed students back for in-
person learning in the fall of 2020, when most communities were still remote or hybrid.  The televised Mass 
will be sponsored by Big Y Supermarkets; Mercy Medical Center in Springfield; the Knights of 
Columbus Massachusetts State Council; Knights of Columbus Archbishop Williams Assembly, 
Fourth Degree; and the Knights of Columbus Fairview Council 4044.  People are encouraged to bring 
their own chairs or blankets for seating. Entrance and parking are free.
