Hopefully this announcement will assist you in planning your schedule for these two important days.

Ongoing maintenance issues

While some may believe our church building is “new,” it is aging nonetheless. By now you are aware that

the building is heated with a “radiant heating system.” The source of the heat is the floor itself. Hot water

pipes are submerged into the floor and provide an even distribution of heat throughout the building,

including the church hall. There are 5 zones throughout the building, each zone having its own circulating

pump. From time to time, a bearing or a pump has failed and have been repaired and/or replaced — an

ongoing issue. However, there was a leak from a worn-out gasket connecting a feeder pipe to the

circulating pump. That was a first! A custom-made gasket needed to be created and installed, consequently,

the leak was repaired. The hall; however, was accumulating water on the floor from an unknow source. It

was identified that a pipe that was imbedded in the cement floor was leaking. While it was not a heating

pipe, it still serviced the radiant heating system as a “bleeding pipe” to bleed the system of excess air. With

a jack hammer, a plumber, and cement work, the pipe was repaired, the cement was poured, and soon the

floor will be retiled, and some sheet rock will be repaired. Your continued financial support of the parish

enables “us” to keep up with the on-going maintenance of our “magnificent” church building. Thank You!
