In the second reading, Paul speaks of Jesus’ total self-gift and God’s subsequent exaltation
of Jesus. In the Gospel, we hear of Judas’ betrayal, the Passover supper Jesus shared with his disciples

Sunday, April 2, 2023 is the celebration of Palm Sunday. It’s also the beginning of Holy Week.

Holy Week begins with Palm Sunday Saturday, April 1 — Easter Sunday, April 9, 2023

Holy Week begins with Palm Sunday on the weekend of April 1 & 2.

Sacred Triduum begins with:

Holy Thursday - the Mass of the Last Supper April 6™ with Mass at 7:00 PM. The church will

Good Friday — April 7! - the Stations of the Cross will be prayed at 3:00 PM

1/ Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of abstinence from meat as well as days of fast, when only
one full meal is allowed. +On days of fast, two other meatless meals may be taken according to one’s
needs, but together they should not equal another full meal.

2/ The other Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence from meat.

3/ The obligation to abstain from meat begins at fourteen (14) years of age.

4/ The obligation to fast begins at eighteen (18) years of age and ends at fifty-nine (59) years of age.

5/ Although the faithful may excuse themselves for a just cause from these laws of fast and abstinence,
there is an obligation to substitute another penance and no Catholic should lightly excuse himself/herself
from this obligation in the Lenten Season.
