Winter Weather and Sunday Mass

heavy, but most drivers also exceed the speed limit of 25 MPH.  The St. Pierre-Phaneuf parking lot on
Lafayette Street is also available each weekend. From that lot there is no need to cross Grattan Street. Your
safety is “our” utmost concern.

Yet, | can say | have never regretted the decision to be ordained to the priesthood
in the Catholic Church. It has made me into the person that | am today. | pray for the continued success
of Ste. Rose de Lima Parish, St. Joan of Arc School, and Ste. Rose Cemetery that will soon be entrusted to
the pastoral care of Father Robert Gentile. | retire confident with Fr. Robert Gentile as my successor.
